2 t. flour
1 stick melted butter
5-6 slices of white bread decrusted and cubed

1 Ige can (20 0z) crushed pineapple in juice
3 eggs beaten
1/2 c. sugar

Mix flour and sugar. Add beaten eggs to pineapple. Mix wet and dry ingredients except the bread and
butter. Layer pineapple and bread cubes, pour butter over the top. Bake uncovered at 350° for 45 min-
utes. Can be made a day ahead and refrigerated overnight before baking.
